Isaiah 53:5 But He was wounded for our transgressions, He was 
bruised for our iniquities; the chastisement for our peace was 
upon Him, and by His stripes we are healed. 
 

2. Crown – Redeemed from the curse - Pray for physical and 
 financial blessings in your life, in your family, in your church. 
 

John 19:2 and the soldiers twisted a crown of thorns and put it 
on His head, and they put on Him a purple robe.  
Galatians 3:13 Christ has redeemed us from the curse of the 
law, having become a curse for us (for it is written, “Cursed is 
everyone who hangs on a tree”) 
2 Corinthians 8:9 For you know the grace of our Lord Jesus 
Christ, that though He was rich, yet for your sakes He became 
poor, that you through His poverty might become rich. 
 

3. Cross – Burden Bearer - “Unload” all that is beating you down. 
 Declare that your “burdens” are “light” because Jesus is 
 carrying the heavy end! 
 

John 19:17 and He, bearing His cross, went out to a place called 
the Place of a Skull which is called in Hebrew, Golgotha… 
Matthew 11:28-30 "Come to Me, all you who are weary and 
burdened, and I will give you rest. Take My yoke upon you and 
learn from Me, because I am gentle and humble in heart, and 
you will find rest for your souls. For My yoke is easy and My 
burden is light."  
 

 
 
 
 
 
4. Nails – Forgiveness and Victory - Thank God for forgiving you, 
 for taking those nails for you. 
 

John 19:18 “…where they crucified Him…” 
Colossians 2:13-14 And you, being dead in your trespasses and 
the uncircumcision of your flesh, He has made alive together with 
Him, having forgiven you all trespasses, having wiped out the 
handwriting of requirements that was against us, which was 
contrary to us.  And He has taken it out of the way, having 
nailed it to the cross.  
 

5. Spear – Emotional / Inner Healing - Ask God to heal you and 
others of hurts from the past. 

 

John 19:34 But one of the soldiers pierced His side with a spear, 
and immediately blood and water came out.  
 

III. The Laver – The Word 
  

1. Present your body to God first: Your tongue, your hands, your 
eyes, your feet, asking God to keep you pure before Him. 
 
2. Then present your mind (desires, thoughts, and emotion) to 
Him. Take authority over lust, greed and pride, the “big three” 
temptations for sex, money, and ego. 
 
3. The final thing you present to God is your spirit.  Pray for the 
fruit of the Spirit in Galatians 5:22 to grow in your life. 
 

Romans 12:1-2 I beseech you therefore, brethren, by the 
mercies of God, that you present your bodies a living sacrifice, 
holy, acceptable to God, which is your reasonable service.  And 
do not be conformed to this world, but be transformed by the 
renewing of your mind, that you may prove what is that good and 
acceptable and perfect will of God.

7 Prayers That Release Victory 
 

1. Psalm 1- Blessed is the man Who walks not in the counsel of the ungodly, 
Nor stands in the path of sinners, Nor sits in the seat of the scornful; But his 
delight is in the law of the Lord, And in His law he meditates day and night. He 
shall be like a tree Planted by the rivers of water, That brings forth its fruit in its 
season, Whose leaf also shall not wither; And whatever he does shall prosper. 
The ungodly are not so, But are like the chaff which the wind drives 
away. Therefore the ungodly shall not stand in the judgment, Nor sinners in the 
congregation of the righteous. For the Lord knows the way of the righteous, But 
the way of the ungodly shall perish. 

 

2. Psalm 23 - The Lord is my shepherd; I shall not want. He makes me to lie 
down in green pastures; He leads me beside the still waters. He restores my 
soul; He leads me in the paths of righteousness For His name's sake. Yea, 
though I walk through the valley of the shadow of death, I will fear no evil; For 
You are with me; Your rod and Your staff, they comfort me.  You prepare a 
table before me in the presence of my enemies; You anoint my head with oil; 
My cup runs over. Surely goodness and mercy shall follow me All the days of 
my life; And I will dwell in the house of the Lord Forever. 

 

3. Psalm 34:1-10 - I will bless the Lord at all times; His praise shall continually 
be in my mouth. My soul shall make its boast in the Lord; The humble shall hear 
of it and be glad. Oh, magnify the Lord with me, And let us exalt His name 
together. I sought the Lord, and He heard me, And delivered me from all my 
fears. They looked to Him and were radiant, And their faces were not 
ashamed. This poor man cried out, and the Lord heard him, And saved him out 
of all his troubles. The angel of the Lord encamps all around those who fear 
Him, And delivers them.  Oh, taste and see that the Lord is good; Blessed is the 
man who trusts in Him! Oh, fear the Lord, you His saints! There is no want to 
those who fear Him. The young lions lack and suffer hunger; But those who 
seek the Lord shall not lack any good thing. 

 

4. Psalm 91 - He who dwells in the secret place of the Most High Shall abide 
under the shadow of the Almighty. I will say of the Lord, "He is my refuge and 
my fortress; My God, in Him I will trust." Surely He shall deliver you from the 
snare of the fowler And from the perilous pestilence. He shall cover you with His 
feathers, And under His wings you shall take refuge; His truth shall be your 
shield and buckler.  

You shall not be afraid of the terror by night, Nor of the arrow that flies by day, 
Nor of the pestilence that walks in darkness, Nor of the destruction that lays 
waste at noonday. A thousand may fall at your side, And ten thousand at your 
right hand; But it shall not come near you. Only with your eyes shall you look, 
And see the reward of the wicked. Because you have made the Lord, who is my 
refuge, Even the Most High, your dwelling place, no evil shall befall you,  



 

 

 
 
 
Nor shall any plague come near your dwelling; For He shall give His angels 
charge over you, To keep you in all your ways. In their hands they shall bear 
you up, Lest you dash your foot against a stone.   You shall tread upon the lion 
and the cobra, The young lion and the serpent you shall trample 
underfoot. "Because he has set his love upon Me, therefore I will deliver him; I 
will set him on high, because he has known My name.  He shall call upon Me, 
and I will answer him; I will be with him in trouble; I will deliver him and honor 
him. With long life I will satisfy him, And show him My salvation."  
 

5. Psalm 121 - I will lift up my eyes to the hills-- From whence comes my 
help?  My help comes from the Lord, Who made heaven and earth. He will not 
allow your foot to be moved; He who keeps you will not slumber. Behold, He 
who keeps Israel Shall neither slumber nor sleep. The Lord is your keeper; The 
Lord is your shade at your right hand. The sun shall not strike you by day, Nor 
the moon by night. The Lord shall preserve you from all evil; He shall preserve 
your soul. The Lord shall preserve your going out and your coming in From this 
time forth, and even forevermore. 

 

6.  Matthew 5:3-12 - Blessed are the meek, For they shall inherit the 
earth. Blessed are those who hunger and thirst for righteousness, For they shall 
be filled.  Blessed are the merciful, For they shall obtain mercy.  Blessed are the 
pure in heart, For they shall see God.  Blessed are the peacemakers, For they 
shall be called sons of God.  Blessed are those who are persecuted for 
righteousness' sake, For theirs is the kingdom of heaven.  "Blessed are you 
when they revile and persecute you, and say all kinds of evil against you falsely 
for My sake. Rejoice and be exceedingly glad, for great is your reward in 
heaven, for so they persecuted the prophets who were before you. 

 

7. Ephesians 6:10-18 - Finally, my brethren, be strong in the Lord and in the 
power of His might. Put on the whole armor of God, that you may be able to 
stand against the wiles of the devil. For we do not wrestle against flesh and 
blood, but against principalities, against powers, against the rulers of the 
darkness of this age, against spiritual hosts of wickedness in the heavenly 
places.  Therefore take up the whole armor of God, that you may be able to 
withstand in the evil day, and having done all, to stand. Stand therefore, having 
girded your waist with truth, having put on the breastplate of righteousness, and 
having shod your feet with the preparation of the gospel of peace;  above all, 
taking the shield of faith with which you will be able to quench all the fiery darts 
of the wicked one. And take the helmet of salvation, and the sword of the Spirit, 
which is the word of God.  Praying always with all prayer and supplication in the 
Spirit, being watchful to this end with all perseverance and supplication for all
